It is also the policy of the Diocese to adhere to all civil and state regulaƟons. In accordance with the Commonwealth of Pennsylva-
nia’s Child ProtecƟve Services Laws, reports of suspected child abuse should also be made immediately by phone to the 24-HourChild Abuse 
hotline (ChildLine) at 1-800-932-0313 or electronically at www.compass.state.pa.us/cwis . To this end, the Diocese is equally commiƩed to 
adhering to the norms of the Code of Canon Law and to upholding the tenets of the USCCB Charter for the ProtecƟon of Children and Young  
People, which includes supporƟng vicƟms of sexual abuse in their pursuit of emoƟonal and spiritual well-being. As such, informaƟon re-
garding an allegaƟon of sexual abuse of a minor should also be reported to the VicƟm Assistance Coordinator Mary Beth Pacuska at 570-
862-7551.
