July 1st began a new fiscal year for our parish. We have received this years
financial obligations from the Catholic Schools and the Diocese of Scranton.
This fiscal year, Julyl, 2015 to June 30, 2016, our parish is responsible for
contributing $108,869.00 to the Catholic School System.
